In the event of dissolution of any
Provincial Council by reason of the operation
of the provisions of sub-paragraph (c) of
paragraph (8) of Article 154B or by any other
reason specified in any law, the powers of such
Provincial Council shall be exercised by the
Parliament until the specified date and the
provisions of Articles 154L and 154M shall,
mutatis mutandisapply inrelationto theexercise
of powers of the Provincial Council.”.
