Admission of members:

The power to admit life members shall be executed
by the Board of Directors on the recommendation of
the President.

Mr. and Mrs. P. Harrison and the children of the
couple over eighteen years of age arelife members.
All those who held membership of the Foundation
as at 24th November 2014, the date on which the
Foundation was incorporated are members of the
Foundation.

On the recommendation of the President of the
Foundation and with the approval of the Board of
Directors, life members can be admitted.

However, the number of members shall not exceed
fifty and the approval of the General Assembly is
required to amend the rules to exceed this number.
